1. Holi Pooja can be performed at any place. |
2. Alog of wood is kept at a prominent public place.
3. People extend the log centre with twigs, dried leaves, brarlches
of trees and other combustible material.
4. On the day of Holika Dahan, an effigy of Holika and Prahlalj is
tplaced on the huge heap of woods. I
’5. Effigy of Holika is made of combustible material while Pfah-
lad's effigy is made of necombustible material. |
6. On the eve of Holi, the heap is set alight and the people ghant
Rakshoghna Mantras of the Rig Veda to cast away the evil spirilts.
7. Left over ashes are collected by people next morning. These
ashes are considered holy and are smeared on the limbs of the body
as Holi Prasad. I
8. Smearing of body limbs is an act of purification. |

9. Also people will hold salt in one hand and remove Dhrist of |
themselves and their family and throw the salt in the bonfire. I

pot breaking sport. The sport has roots in the ancient Era of Lord Krishna. I

It is celebrated to commemorate the innocence of Krishna as a child, who usedjto ste:
butter from the nearby houses in his village. The revelry of the festival reaches at its
peak, when it comes to breaking the pot. Trained groups of youngsters fomi huge
pyramids to break the pot, hung high on the streets. Restricting their access'is the
constant splashing of water on them, by the women folk.

After pot breaking sport, people take extreme delight in spraying color water op each
other with pichkaris or pouring buckets and buckets of it. Singing Holi songs and
dancing on the beat of dholak is also a part of the tradition. l

Drinks, especially thandai laced with bhang is also an intrinsic part of the Holi fstiv-
ity. Bhang helps to further enhance the spirit of the occasion but if taken in exéess it
might dampen it also. So caution should be taken while consuming it. |
